WHEREAS:

A. The Grant Beneficiary wishes to carry out the
project "Energy Efficiency Refurbishment of
the Volodymyr Territorial Medical
Association", which is expected, inter alia, to
result in reduced heat consumption by 1226
MWh per year, electricity consumption by 518
MWh per year of equalling CO2 saving of 472,8
t CO2/annum, as described in more detail in
Annex 1 - Project Description and Reporting
(the "Project");

B. The Government of Norway and Norwegian
Agency for development cooperation —
NORAD have made.a decision to allocate
contribution in a form of a grant (the "Norway
Contribution") to NEFCO Green Recovery
Fund for Ukraine (the "Green Recovery
Fund") created for the purpose of the NEFCO
Green Recovery Programme for Ukraine (the
"Green Recovery Programme");

support them in designing Local Green
Recovery Plans. The Green Recovery
Programme aims to improve living conditions
for internally displaced persons and ensure that
recovery investments generally will provide
Ukraine with a new and EU-aligned pathway for
sustainable reconstruction and a faster green
transition by building back better and greener.

D. The Project is to be financed from the
Norwegian Contribution under the Green
Recovery Programme managed by NEFCO as
authorized by the Government of Norway and
NORAD as the Development Partner to use,
monitor and administer all funds allocated for
the implementation of the Project.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties have agreed to
enter into this grant agreement, consisting of (i) the
Special Terms and Conditions set out below; (ii) the
attached General Terms and Conditions; and (iii) the
Annexes listed below in Section 5 (the "Grant
Agreement") as follows:

SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

SECTION 1. GRANT

1.1 NEFCO undertakes to make available to the
Grant Beneficiary a grant in the total amount of
up to EUR 4,860,000 (four million eight
hundred sixty thousand Euros) (the "Grant") on
the terms and conditions set out in this Grant
Agreement.

It is expressly acknowledged and agreed that
NEFCO will not be obliged to make any
disbursements or any. payment under and/or
pursuant to this Grant Agreement, except to the
extent such amounts have been made (and
remain) available to NEFCO by Norway for the
purposes of the Project and that NEFCO is
entitled to deduct from the Grant amount any
costs, fees and expenses as charged by any bank
in connection with disbursements under this
Grant Agreement including possible negative
interest costs. Likewise it is acknowledged and
agreed that the Grant may not have the purpose

FINANCING AND TAXES
2.1 The Grant shall be used only to finance the

procurement of goods, works and/or services
necessary for the implementation of the Project.

In addition to the Grant, the Beneficiary
undertakes to make available such additional
own funds of minimum EUR 533,000 for the
implementation of the Project and the Project-
associated measures, as described in Annex 1,
and ensure that all funds, that are required for
the timely execution of the Project (including
any funds that may be required to meet any
increase in cost) are made available, promptly
when needed.

No part of the Grant shall be used, directly or
indirectly, for the payment of any taxes,
including customs duties or similar other fees
and charges in the territory of Ukraine or
elsewhere. Should the Project not be granted tax
exemption by the relevant authorities in
Ukraine, the Grant Beneficiary shall make
available own funds sufficient to cover any
taxes, customs duties and similar fees and
charges.

Consistent with international law, the proceeds
of the Grant shall not be used for payment to
persons or entities or for any import of goods, if
such payment or import is prohibited by a
decision of the United Nations Security Council
taken under the Chapter VII of the Charter of the
United Nations. Persons or entities, or
contractors offering goods and services, covered
by such prohibitions shall therefore not be
eligible for the award of contracts financed with
proceeds of the Grant.

SECTION 3. DISBURSEMENT

3.2 Disbursements under this Grant Agreement can
only be made directly to contractors and upon
NEFCO’s receipt of satisfactory
documentation, including evidence that the
specific milestone(s) for the payment, as set out
in the disbursement plan, has been met.

The total amount of the Grant shall be disbursed
at the latest on 31 October 2027 (the "Closing
Date"). Only under extraordinary circumstances
and after the Grant Beneficiary’s provision of a
well-reasoned request (describing the exact
causes for the Project implementation having
been delayed), NEFCO may exceptionally agree
to extend this date.

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS (OF
THE GRANT AGREEMENT)

SECTION 1. DEFINITIONS

Definitions used in the Special Terms and Conditions
shall have the same meaning in these General Terms
and Conditions.

SECTION 2. DISBURSEMENT

2.1 Disbursements will be effected upon NEFCO’s
receipt of an original disbursement request
issued by the Grant Beneficiary on the basis of
the Form of Disbursement Request (Annex 2)
(the "Disbursement Request"), provided that
the request is satisfactory in substance to
NEFCO and is accompanied by supporting
documentation evidencing that all relevant
requirements and conditions precedent are
fulfilled.

2.2 Unless otherwise agreed by the Parties in
writing, the Disbursement Request shall be
irrevocable and binding on the Grant
Beneficiary.

DISPUTE RESOLUTION

The Grant Agreement shall be construed in 9.1 Jlorosip

accordance with, and shall in all respects be
governed by, the substantive law of Sweden.

Any dispute, controversy or claim arising out of

1. OITUC ITPOEKTY

The city of Volodymyr is located in the northwestern part of Ukraine, in the Volyn region, approximately
77 km north of the regional center Lutsk. The city is situated only 14 km from the Polish border and
about 85 km from the Belarusian border. It serves as the administrative center of Volodymyr Rayon and
the core of the Volodymyr Urban Territorial Community. According to data as of 2023, around 3,000
internally displaced persons (IDPs) reside in the community.

The Project envisages comprehensive energy efficiency refurbishment of the buildings of the Communal
Enterprise “Volodymyr Territorial Medical Association,” including the Central Building and the
Division of Obstetrics and Gynecology. These facilities were proposed for renovation by the city due to
their critical importance for the community and substantial energy losses experienced during the heating
season. As the largest multidisciplinary healthcare center in the district, the institution provides a full
range of standard and specialized medical services to a population of about 175,000 people, including
approximately 3,000 IDPs.

The Project includes thermal modernization of building envelopes, modernization of heating and
ventilation systems, installation of individual heat substations (IHS), replacement of windows and doors,
as well as the installation of solar PV plant to increase energy independence and reduce reliance on the
grid. The implementation of these measures will lead to improved energy performance, enhanced
resilience of municipal infrastructure, and reduced operational costs.

The Project is expected to result in a significant reduction in heat and electricity consumption,
corresponding CO: emissions, and improved conditions for patients and medical staff. In addition, it
will strengthen the sustainability and reliability of local healthcare services, extending the operational
life of the facilities and improving their environmental performance./

1.1.1. Background, description of the current situation

The Central Building and the Division of Obstetrics and Gynecology of the Volodymyr Territorial
Medical Association were built in the 1970s and are characterized by low thermal resistance of building
envelopes and roofs. Both buildings have outdated one-pipe heating systems without individual heat
substations and lack mechanical ventilation. The lighting systems are inefficient, and most windows and
doors do not meet current energy efficiency standards, leading to significant heat losses and high energy
costs. Based on performed energy audit of the building, the most efficient measures were identified,
